	Organize/Order/Classify 
	Put into working order; get together and arrange. 

	5. 
	Compare/Contrast 
	 Examine and evaluate similarities and differences.  All measurements are forms of comparing. 

	6. 
	Hypothesize 
	State of tentative generalization, which is subject to immediate or eventual testing by one or more experiments; to explain a relatively large number of events. 

	7. 
	Communicate/Demonstrate 
	Methods and for involving various media that transfer information from one person to another.

	Design Solutions 
	Written plan or design brief, that identifies a problem to be solved, its criteria, and its constraints.

	Use Tools 
	Manipulate objects, instruments and materials as a means of furthering a learner’s understanding, appreciation and application of scientific knowledge. 
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
