Information for Providing CPDU’s for Teachers Attending the Embryology Training

To give teachers Continuing Professional Development Units (CPDU’s) for attending the Embryology training, you will need the following forms from the ISBE (Illinois State Board of Education).  These forms can be found on the ISBE website at:  http://www.isbe.state.il.us/  Please keep in mind that by law, CPDU’s are earned one per contact hour excluding breaks and meal times.
First is the Evaluation for Workshop, Conference, Seminar, Etc. (Form 77-21A).  This form must be completed by all participants and kept on file for a period of three years.  It can be found utilizing the following link:  http://www.isbe.net/certification/pdf/77-21A_evaluation.pdf  Attached is a sample of how the form should be completed for use in your unit.

Second, is the Evidence of Completion for Workshop, Conference, Seminar, Etc. (Form 77-21B).  This form is given to teachers after they have completed the above evaluation and at the end of the training.
