CHICAGO/COOK COUNTY 4-H FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIPS

QUALIFICATIONS

A.   Must be a senior in high school or a current undergraduate student.
B.    Must have competed three or more years of 4-H work in Cook County.

C.    Must have demonstrated leadership skills in 4-H work.

D.    Must have at least a B average in your academic work.

D.    Must need financial assistance. 

E.    Must not have received a previous scholarship from the Chicago/Cook 4-H Foundation.
COMPLETE APPLICATION INCLUDES

A. The application form completely filled out.

B.  Transcripts.  If a Senior in high school you must submit a copy of your high school transcript, ACT or SAT scores, and college or university acceptance letter or your application will not be reviewed.   If already in a university, college, community college, trade or vocational school, you must submit an official copy of your most recent college transcript as well as your high school transcript.

C.  Two letters of reference, no relatives.   One letter must be from your 4-H leader or someone else who can write about your 4-H work. 


Who gives the Chicago/Cook County 4-H Foundation Scholarship?

Businesses, industries and individuals provide the money for the scholarships. What is the value of the scholarship?

In recent years scholarships have been five–hundred dollars. 

How many scholarships are given annually?

The number of donors providing funding for the scholarships determines the number of scholarships that are awarded.

How do I apply for the scholarship?

To apply, secure a scholarship application from your unit office, the Chicago/Cook County 4-H Foundation/ Illini Center, 200 S. Wacker Dr., 1st Floor/ Chicago, IL 60606. Telephone: (312) ​575-7840. 

You can also download the application.   Applications must be submitted by the deadline established by the Foundation which is May 1 of the current year.

How often are scholarships awarded?

Scholarships are awarded annually.    Recipients will receive the awards in October.

What are the responsibilities of the recipient(s)?

Recipients are expected to send a thank you letter to the donor (when known) and the Foundation.   An occasional note or letter to inform the donor and Foundation of academic progress is appreciated.
