On November 11,
1911 the barn was destroyed in a tornado. In 1914, the current barn was
built using heave beams, mortise and tenon with wooden dowel pins.

Original Use or Purpose of Structure: Livestock (cows, horses and pigs)
and hay

Current Use: Hay storage
Materials and Architecture: All wood; tin siding over wood on south
