    December 7, 2007
The December 7, 2007 IEAA Board Meeting was called to order by President Ed Billingsley. Board members in attendance were: Bill Lindenmeier, Russ Higgins, Ed Billingsley, Rhonda Ferree, James Theuri, Dale Baird, Lynn Weis, Elizabeth Wahle, Jay Solomon and Dennis Bowman. 
  
A motion was made by Wahle to accept the minutes of the July 6th, 2007 IEAA Board Meeting. Seconded by Higgins. Motion passed.  
Dale Baird gave the treasurer’s report:

            Dividends from all 3 CDs is automatically deposited in SA #2 (Savings account #2) quarterly Sept 30, Dec 31, March 30, June 30. 

With only 27 paid members, discussion was held on including/recruiting Academic Hourly and Program Coordinators in the membership. Ferree will check with administrative to see if there are policies that would preclude this from being allowed. Higgins will send out a letter that he has to clarify the intent. The proposal was referred to the policy committee for by-law changes that would need to be presented and voted on by membership. Higgins will act as point person.

Baird gave a report on the 1991 Funds. The interest funds are divided into the four categories—this would provide a windfall for the national annual meeting for 2008. Discussion was held on the topic and referred to the Spring Membership meeting. Higgins moved to accept the financial report, seconded by Wahle. Motion passed.  
Discussion was held on recognizing Stan Eden for his diligent work as the keeper of the 1991 funds for many years. A presentation will be made at the Spring Membership meeting. Higgins made a motion that a gift certificate and plaque be presented, Theuri seconded, motion passed.    

Standing Committee Reports:

Old Business: 
Baird reported that Michigan had approved the $500.00 incentive rebate for Illinois attendance at the National Meeting. Funds are to be deposited in the IEAA savings account.

Ferree indicated that she would send out information concerning the state scholarship fund and forwarded it to the membership.

Bellm volunteered to be an editor for the newsletter. Three issues per year will be published- pre-Spring Membership Meeting, Pre-AMPIC and pre-Fall Membership Meeting.    
New Business

Higgins indicated that he would follow-up on the 2007 Hall of Fame and Friend of Agriculture Awards since Annual Conference was not held. Awards will be made at an appropriate setting for the recipients.
