IEAA Board Meeting
May 12, 2006

Minutes:  Minutes from the December 9, 2005 IEAA Board Meeting were reviewed and accepted (motion by Weis and seconded by Higgins).
Treasurer’s Report:  Smith supplied a budget narrative and treasurer’s report for review.  As of May 12, 2006, the combined balance of the savings and checking stands at $5574.90.  The Mark Hoard Memorial Fund collected funds for a balance of 2433.00.  IEAA will donate $17.00 to bring the amount up to $2500.00.  The funds will be deposited in to an existing 529 account set up for Mark Hoard’s children.  Motion by Billingsley to accept the treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Morrison.  Motion approved.
1991 Fund & Scholarship Report: Report by Weis.  Stan Eden sent a quarterly check in the amount of $2491.61, and will be divided into each sub-category.  The strategy to divide funds into a 1, 2 and 3 year CD was again discussed, and the board agreed to proceed as planned.
Standing Committee Reports:  Program Recognition (Morrison):  18 communication awards were received across the different categories.  Two entries moved on to the regional level, Billingsley for Computer Generated Presentation and Hambleton for Personal Column.  Morrison shared that guidelines were strictly followed, and for that reason some entries were forwarded.  “Thank you” to judges were sent.

Advisory Members Reports:  FGC (Morrison)  Illinois Forage Expo is scheduled for Friday, August 25th.  Will tour a large confinement operation in NW Boone county.  Soybean (Bowman)  Late March meeting focused on Asian Soybean Rust, Biodiesel, promotional campaign, and membership. 
District Directors Reports:  Northern (Higgins and Lindenmier) Meeting April 7th at Maxims in Oregon.  Discussed potential new members, Hall of Fame nomination, Friend of Agriculture nomination, invitation to new staff.  Next meeting in August.  Southern (Hambleton)  Hosting Fall Association Meeting September 13-14.  Meet at Rust’s Restaurant, followed by tours (Horseradish production, Lewis & Clark Museum, Cohokia Mounds).  Hotel reservations to be determined.
IEAA Officers Reports:  Ellis reported $350,000 was appropriated through the state to continue DSAC.  IL Farm Bureau pushed for funding and a dove tailing of UIUC and SIU.  $200,000 appropriated to funf Agribility.  $1.6 million for anhydrous ammonia research to find alternative in the fight against meth.
