IEAA Board Meeting
May 9, 2008
The May 9, 2008 IEAA meeting was called to order by President Ed Billingsley. The following officers and directors were present: Russ Higgins, Lynn Weis, Ruth Hambleton, Elizabeth Wahle and Dale Baird.  
The minutes from the December 7, 2008 IEAA Board meeting were read. Baird moved to approve the minutes, Higgins seconded, motion passed. 
Baird presented the treasurer’s report. There was a balance of $3003.25 in the IEAA checking and savings account with all bills paid to date exempt to Rhonda Ferree’s expenses for PILD=$1284.22.
The 1991 Interest Account balance is $11,035.90. The 1991 CD balance collectively is $70,000. 
Billingsley discussed requesting $500.00 from the IAA board for the fall membership as it had been done in the past. Higgins moved to request the funds, Wahle seconded, motion passed.  

No standing committee reports were given. 

Old Business: 
Although Bill Lindenmier was not in attendance, he had forwarded information concerning the  JCEP meeting and indicated that he had learned a lot. 

President Billingsley would like all board members to encourage IEAA members to submit applications for the NACAA Awards. Higgins indicated that with the new evaluation system for promotion, it would be advisable for members to submit applications. Discussion was held regarding the past problems with getting the previous NACAA winners posted to the national website. Winning projects are highlighted in the national newsletter. Hambleton indicated that the application due date is at an inconvenient time of the year. Billingsley indicated that they could be completed anytime and kept in a file till the submission deadline. Hambleton indicated that she would be willing to put together a file of past winners for membership review. The following winners have been announced: DSA- Jeff West, Paul Mariman- Achievement, Russ Higgins and Ed Billingsley-Communication Awards.
Higgins indicated that the IEAA website has been on hold, Jane Scherer’s office has been busy with other projects. Higgins will follow-up with Jane and report at the membership meeting.  
Under new business, Extension funding was discussed. The final amount for County Board Match is still questionable. Discussion was held on center and educators. In the southern region the livestock specialist has been rescinded, but will be considered later this year if funding becomes available. Staff needs to support Extension Partners. 
Discussion was held on the upcoming NACAA Meeting. “States Night Out” was also discussed and the number of members that were attending the national meeting.  

Higgins indicated that the Fall IEAA Meeting will be held on September 4-5, 2008 in the northwest region of the state. Higgins indicated that 18 people responded to the survey, concerning the fall meeting to date. 
No advisory members’ reports were given. 
District Directors Reports:  Wahle reported that southern district members were going to hold a meeting on April 4- Murphysboro. Future dates included: May 2 – Albers Home Nursery Tour and  June 6- Albers Dairy operations.

IEAA Officers’ Reports: Rhonda Ferree’s PILD report was mailed out. No other reports were given.  
The Fall Membership Meeting will be held in Stephenson County, September 4 and 5, 2008. 

Hambleton moved to adjourn the meeting, Wahle seconded. Motion passed.
