Flood Recovery Information Available from U of I Extension

Area residents are reminded that flood clean-up information is available from University of Illinois Extension. Because floodwater can contaminate carpet, bedding, home furnishings and clothing, salvaging these items involves more than simply drying them out. Flooded wells also require attention, and foods that come in contact with floodwater are of concern.
