A. Identification and Management of Woody 

Invasive Plants – Chris Evans 

Woody invasive plants (shrubs, trees and vines) are 
some of the most damaging invasive species that occur 
in Illinois.  This presentation will cover how to identify 
the common, priority woody invasive species as well as 
discuss management approaches and control           
recommendations. 

 

B. Perennial Garden Maintenance -

Cutting back, deadheading, pinching, layering bloom 
and dividing are common chores when maintaining a 
perennial garden.  But which plant gets which         
treatment?  Learn the basics of perennial garden 
maintenance based on common plant needs.  Martha 
Smith, Horticulture Educator, will help ease your 
maintenance anxieties!

C. Ecology and Identification of Illinois Native

Oaks and hickories are critical components of forests in 
Illinois.

This presentation will    
discuss characteristics used to distinguish the 20 oak 
and 10 hickory species as well as the ecology of these 
species and the ecosystems built around them.

SESSION IV - 12:30 - 1:30 PM  

I.  Illinois Native Wildflowers for Gardens – 
Chris Benda 

With so much of the state converted to agriculture and 
urbanized areas, it is ever so important that           
homeowners create mini-refuges on their properties 
when possible. Native wildlife need native plants to   
survive and there is a lot the average person can do to 
create habitat for these organisms in their own 
yards.  Botanist, Chris Benda, will take the audience on 
a tour of Illinois by region, highlighting the many showy 
and interesting wildflowers that can be found in each 
region of the state. Emphasis will be on easy to grow 
species that are available in the nursery trade.  

 

J.  How to Kill Your Tree - A Guide to What NOT    

     To Do -  Chris Enroth 

Sometimes a tree’s biggest pest is the homeowner. 
During this session, participants will learn all the     
common mistakes homeowners make when planting 
and maintaining their most valuable landscape          
investment, their trees. 

 

K. Chain Saw Safety and the Open Face Boring 

Back Cut -  Kevin Rohling 

An introduction to chainsaw safety will be presented 
including safety features of a chainsaw, personal      
protective equipment, and safe handling and techniques 
to reduce common risks while working with a           
chainsaw.  The presentation will conclude with an       
outdoor demonstration of the open face boring back cut 
tree felling technique.

L. Pollinators in the Landscape -  Ken Johnson 

The general public has become increasingly interested 
in pollinators over the last several years.  Due to this 
awareness, pollinator friendly landscaping is becoming 
increasingly popular. This presentation will discuss 
what types of flowers different types of insects are    
attracted to, what plants make good pollinator plants  
as well as resources for creating pollinator gardens.     

 

M. Trees Natural Defense Mechanisms -     

Ryan Pankau 

Just think about the amount of tree energy expended to 
seal over pruning cuts and compartmentalize rot and 
decay within the boles of our urban trees.  University of 
Illinois Extension Horticulture Educator, Ryan Pankau, 
will review the processes at play when trees perform 
the amazing feat of blocking pathogens with their     
natural defense mechanisms.   
 

N. Pruning Shrubs in the Landscape - Ben Chu 

Presentation objective is to learn the types of shrub 

pruning, learn to rehabilitate poorly managed shrubs, 

and how to hand prune shrubs for a quality, long-lasting 

shrub in the landscape.

O.  Preventing Tick and Mosquito Bites -  Ken 

Johnson 

Tick populations have been on the rise the last several 
years.  The number of people contracting illnesses from 
ticks and mosquitoes has also been increasing.  This 
presentation will discuss the biology of ticks and     
mosquitoes as well as ways to protect yourself from 
being bitten by them.   

 

P. Extreme Weather and Trees -  Duane Friend 

Extension Educator, Duane Friend, will discuss the  
effects of lightning, ice, drought, and flooding on trees, 
and managing affected trees  afterwards.
